At Christmas we hear the story of God becoming
one of us, disarming the arguments of God not
knowing what life is like, of God being far off, of
God not showing vulnerability. God becomes
present in the midst of all the crazy, dangerous,
funny and beautiful stuff that makes for human
life. And nothing is ever the same again.
